I. Beginning of the lesson:

Teacher: Good day, students and dear guests!

I am very glad to see you at our English lesson. I want to notice that at our
college we study English from the first course to the fourth. Look at the
blackboard: a famous German poet Goether I.W. once said: “He who does not
know foreign languages does not know anything about his own”. The future
profession of this group will be closely tied with Russian and English
languages, as well as with the theme of today’s lesson. The theme of it is “A
System of Social Security. An Ideal Welfare State”.

So, let’s begin our lesson.

Dialogue with the student on duty:

Who is on duty today?

What is your name?

What are you now?

Where do you study?

Give the full name of your college.

What is the number of your group?

What will be your future profession?

What is the day (date) today?

Who is absent today?

(The student on duty answers the teacher’s questions).

Teacher: Thank you, you may take your seat. The student has remembered
about our college, let’s learn more about it. S2 will help us.

S2: Finishing school is the beginning of the independent life for millions of school
leavers. Many roads are open before them: technical schools, colleges, institutes,
special schools and universities. But it is not easy to choose a career.

Every year boys and girls at the age of 15-16 enter our college, its full name is
“Samara College of Industrial Equipment Services”. There future welders, fitters,
secretaries, sailors, electricians and pitmen study.

Many skilful teachers and masters teach them Chemistry and Physics, Russian
and English, Literature and Mathematics and a lot of special disciplines.

They arrange Olympiads, shows of professional skills among students, holiday
parties, sport competitions, organize excursions to the museums, art galleries,
theatres, plants and other enterprises of our city.

Our students love their college and hope to become good specialists in future.
Teacher: Thank you, take your place. As it was mentioned there are many
professions at our college and one of them is the profession of a secretary.
Let’s listen to the dialogue of two students about it.

Dialogue of S3 and S4:

S3: Hello. Glad to see you.

S4: Hi, so do I. Are you going to the college?

S3: Yes, [ am. Now we are the third-year students in a year we shall be graduates. I
like my future profession. Neither office nor firm can exist without a manager who
organizes the work of the office. At the same time the manager needs a worker,

we call them secretaries, who carries out all the problems of work organization and



information service. A secretary links the manager with the outdoor world and
other firms and offices. He/she organizes the reception of visitors, telephone calls,
business meetings, etc.

S4: Yes, you are right. The profession of a secretary is needed at any organization.
Recently it was unpopular and a low-paid one. But nowadays it became the most
prestige one in the most countries. High salary attracts many people with high and
secondary education from different branches of our society. Very often there are
people with special education. Oh, time is up. Let’s hurry to the lesson.

Teacher: Thank you girls, take your seats.

So we have learned much about your future profession. The theme of today’s
lesson is also closely connected with it. By the way next year you are to take an
exam in professional English and one of the exam tickets will contain the topic
we are going to speak about today. The title of it is “A system of social
security. An ideal welfare state”. So, let’s discuss it.

Open your textbooks on page 146, exersisel, listen to the text (students listen
to the text on the tape-recorder).

Teacher: Answer the questions to the text for general understanding:

1. When must our citizens pay contributions to the National Insurance fund?
2. What categories of citizens are available to social benefits?
3. What other groups of people who have the right to receive the benefits?

And now give me a summary of it: What is the system of National Insurance
and Social Security?

SS: tells the text, exercise 1 page 146.

When people work they must pay contributions to the National Insurance fund.
Contributions are also made by the employer and the Government. National
Insurance benefits are available to the unemployed, the sick and the retired. The
disabled are also provided with financial help. Financial help is also available to
the widowed. Every child is entitled to a child benefit, whatever the parents’
income may be.

Social Security covers a wide range of payments, mainly to people who do not
qualify for the National Insurance payments. They are: single parents, the long-
term unemployed and pensioners whose pension is too low, and to people whose
earnings are below a certain level.

Teacher: So, we have cleared out much about the System of Social Security.
And now let’s tell whom and what kind of social benefits are paid in our state.
Open your textbooks page 147, exercise 2.

(There is a table with the list of social benefits on the blackboard)

Teacher: In 2018 the Duma of Russian Federation changed the Law of
pension. What are these changes?

S6: According to the new pension reform women have a right to a pension at the
age of 60 and men at 63.

Teacher: You are right, take your seat. Your homework was to give us
information about social benefits in your family.

S7 reads her notes:

Social benefits in my family.

Like many Russian citizens, the members of our family are entitled to some social
state benefits (payments).

My mother left work to have a baby (my younger brother is only 2 years old). She
gets a maternity pay. My younger brother gets a child benefit, a small monthly
payment, usually paid directly to mothers.

My grandparents, they are 60 and 58, receive a state pension as pensioners. And |
am a student of the college, I get a scholarship.

Teacher: Thank you, take your seat. And now let’s try to speak about an ideal
welfare state. At the last lesson we read and discussed about advantages and
drawbacks of social state of nowadays. Today we try to define the main
features of an ideal social state.

(There is a picture of a colourless flower on the blackboard)

Imagine: the center of the flower is our state, and its colourless petals are
those things that are necessary for building of the Welfare State. You have
colourful petals with the statements which define the main features of an Ideal
Welfare State.

Students read these statements and join them to the flower over the colourless
petals:

1. In the ideal welfare state most benefits are available to everybody;

2. In the ideal welfare state , nobody is allowed to live in poverty;

3. In the ideal welfare state , everybody is to have proper health care and
education;

4. The ideal welfare state helps the disabled, who are unable to work;

. The ideal welfare state system provides the elderly with an income that

allows them to live in some degree of dignity;

6. In the ideal welfare state every family has the right to live in their own

separate flat (house);

)}



7. In the ideal welfare state every child has the right for education and
development.

Teacher: Look at the blackboard. A nice flower has bloomed, the flower of the
Welfare State. Let’s name it “Tsvetic-semitsvetic”, like in Russian fairy-tale. I
hope in future it will help us to build an ideal welfare state and live happily in
our country.

Your homework for the next lesson is to tell about a welfare state in the UK ,
exercise 1, page 344. Open your books page 344, exercise 1. Let’s read and
translate it.
