Computer operations

To provide the work of a computer two things are necessary- the so-called hardware and
software. Hardware is the “body” of the computer, its mechanical, magnetic, electronic and
electrical devices or components. Software is the computer’s “soul”- programs, which control
the operation of computer hardware and associated documentation.

The main part of the computer is central processor unit which coordinates and controls the
activities of all the other units and performs, all the arithmetic and logic processes.

The part of the computer that takes in information is called the unit device. It is the device which
accepts the data to be operated and programs for application.

The part that puts out information is called the output unit. The computer can easily put out
information in a form, acceptable to human beings.

The part which stores information is called storage or memory. The computer’s memory stores
the numbers to be operated on: it stores intermediate results that are generated during the course
of a computation and it stores the final results. The instructions themselves are also stored in the
computer’s memory.

According to the principles of their work computers are classified into three different types:
digital, analogue and hybrid computers. Digital computers process information by counting,
comparing and rearranging digits in the arithmetic/logic unit. All the data whether in the form of
numbers, letters or symbols are represented by digits of the binary numeration system.

Analogue computers use physical analogs of numerical measurements; in other words they solve
problems by measuring the quantity in terms of another quantity.

Hybrid computers combine the features of analogue and digital ones. They are as fast as
analogue and as accurate as digital computers.

(Tomac AsiBa DIMCOH)
The American inventor, Thomas Alva Edison, was born in Ohio in 1847.

He was one of those children who are always asking “Why?”” He was always trying to learn
how things worked or how they were made.

The boy’s education was limited to three months in the public school of Port Huron, Michigan.
He started to work at the age of twelve, when a new railway was opened between Port Huron
and Detroit.

Newton, one of the greatest scientists of all times was born in 1642 in the little village in
Lincolnshire, England. His father was a farmer and died before Newton was born. His mother
was a clever woman whom he always loved.

After the school, Newton studied mathematics at Cambridge university and received his
degree in 1665. Then the university was closed because of the danger of plague and Newton
went home for eighteen months. It was most important period in his life when he made his three
great discoveries: the discoveries of the differential calculuses, of the nature of white light,
and of the law of gravitation.

These discoveries are still important for the modern science. Newton has always been
interested in the problems of light. Many people saw colours of a rainbow but only Newton
showed, by experiments that white light consists of these colours.

It is interesting how he discovered the law of gravitation.

Once, as he sat at the garden, his attention was drawn by the fall of the apple. Many people saw
such an usual thing before. But it was Newton who asked himself a question: “Why does that
apple fall perpendicularly to the ground? Why doesn’t it go sidewards or upwards?” The
answer to this question was the theory of gravitation, discovered by Newton.

Newton died at the age of 84, and was buried in Westminster Abbey, where his monument
stands today.
